HIGH HOLDAYS:

(children over age 24, other relatives and friends). Childcare is available at a modest fee and must be 

arranged in advance. 

 

SERVICES:

 Saturday, 9:15 am to 12:15 pm. Service is followed by Kiddush and a light buffet luncheon. Torah for 

 Tots (songs and stories for ages 1-5) meets each Saturday at 11:15 am. Babysitting is available 10 

 am to 1 pm weekly for ages 2-5. 

 Sunday, 9:15 am Minyan; 10:15 am Talmud study. 

 Thursday, morning Minyan, 6:45 am. 

 Daily Minyan, 7:45 pm Sunday through Thursday evenings in the Small Sanctuary 

 (near the parking lot)
