Attendance

Regular attendance is considered one of the magsbriant elements of any successful
educational program. Because so much of what wat #@l Emeth Religious School is in
the nature of group work, independent study anatitug are not satisfactory substitutes for
class attendance.

We realize some absences are unavoidable, butnmisdass is a loss for everyone
involved. Students must be present for at least 05%ll class sessions in order to be
prepared to move up to the next grade. Each studemsponsible for all work missed
during his or her absence and should be prepareddss upon their return. If you know
that your child will be absent for a week or mguksase contact Rabbi Matzkin or Ariana
and special arrangements will be made to help gbild keep up with class.

Carpools

Carpools are a very effective time saver and conitylouilder. Families are responsible
for creating their own carpools.

These rules argtip® guidelines to make our
classrooms and community work better and make eweryeel cared for and be able to do
their work. We believe that by having clear andagnpassing rules we can all remember,
we can minimize behavioral issues and maximizenlagrand community time. You as our
parent partners can help by asking your studemsthey fulfilled these values each day of
Religious School.

Responsive
Classroom holds the premise that external dis@plideally leads to internal self-
monitoring and eventually self-approval and acoe@a There are three Logical
Consequences that flow from these rules when thepat followed:

1) “You break it, you fix it.”
2) Loss of privilege
3) Thinking Time (first within the classroom, themiécessary in school office)

to fix and learn from their mistakes while presagvtheir dignity. We will call upon you
as parents to support this approach to creatirdeaasd joyful learning environment.

Our programmtentionally intimate, including one-
on-one tutoring with Jeff Schwarz and time with afi@ur Rabbis. Students gain skills and
self-confidence, as well as a comfort with and kieolge of prayer skills and Jewish
tradition. Families at Kol Emeth come from a varief backgrounds. We are united in our
love of Judaism and our desire to pass these staditions on to our children.

Kol Emeth in particular has four key values thatstréve to honor:

1. Jewish learning. The Rabbis teach that learninggnsater than all the other
commandments put together because it leads tothieeso Learning has the ability to
change us, to help us grow. Jewish learning iniqudar teaches about culture and
language and also about bringing out the best isetves. Kol Emeth feels strongly
that Jewish learning is a key value in the yeaadileg up to and following Bar and Bat
mitzvabh.

For
both of those reasons, Shabbat and Holiday praykpeactice is a second key value.

3. Jewish community. All Jews are responsible for anether, says our tradition. There
is a strength gained from creating Jewish connestand friends. Part of the goal of
the bar and bat mitzvah program is to help fam#ied students make for themselves a
home in the Jewish community that is Kol Emeth.

4. Mitzvah projects. A bar or bat mitzvah challengestadent to take stock of his/her
blessings and to find ways of sharing those blgsswith others. For this reason, Kol
Emeth has a value of finding a way to help otherpaat of the bar or bat mitzvah.

We ask those celebrating a Bar or Bat Mitzvah dtEuoeth to find ways of honoring these
values. For children attending a public school, Betigious School, combined with Kol

Shabbat, would be an excellent way of honoringaghedues. For a Day School family, the
day School education itself, combined with Kol Sbeth would be another way to honor
these values. Every family is invited to meet wigff Schwarz to create an Individualized
Learning Plan. That ILP is an opportunity to explaogether ways that meet a family’s
unique situation and needs while honoring eachade key values.

into a ‘savings account’ for a specified numberyeérs. When your child is ready to take
his or her teen trip to Israel, you will have sileabavings to help underwrite the cost of that
trip.

The Gift of Israel operates on a fiscal year rugnfrom July 1 to June 30. Annual
contributions can be made in installments throughlbe year, but must be completed by
May 31 of that same year. Each family must meetti@mum yearly contribution ($150
for third-grade enrollment, $250 for seventh-gradeoliment) to be eligible for synagogue
and Federation contributions.

Eligibility

Matching contributions begin in the third grade aondtinue through tenth grade. Any
child enrolled in Sunday school, Hebrew school, sigyool, or another approved course of
Jewish studies through the 10th grade and who \iwsn the area covered by the JCF
(San Francisco, Marin County, Sonoma County, aadP#ninsula north of Sunnyvale) is
eligible to participate in this program.

Using your savings to send your teen to Israel

Synagogue and Federation contributions may beegppbwards an approved Israel
Experience trip any time between your child’s sapbce year of high school and freshman
year of college.

An approved Israel trip must be educational in reind with a peer group of young
people who travel, learn, and experience togetherust be staffed by qualified personnel
and structured with a predetermined itinerary. Waenp is selected, please advise the
Gift of Israel office at the Federation. Synagogud Federation contributions are sent
directly to the trip provider upon proof of the dént’s intended participation in the trip.

If you do not need the Federation’s Gift of Isreehtribution in order to send your child to
Israel, you may donate those funds to a speciaél€txperience scholarship fund for teens
who need additional assistance to make this impojtarney.
